Livestock &
poultry

Udder of milking animals must be properly clean with zinc oxide or boric
powder.Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of
tick and for prevention of foot & mouth disease in animals do vaccination
with  FMD vaccine. For prevention of New castle disease/Ranikhet disease
do vaccination in poultry.The beaks of birds in the poultry under age of 15
Week should be cut. Entry of visitors in poultry should be prevented. Rats in
the poultry should be destroyed.
