To prevent damage spray
imidacloprid 5 ml/10 litres
of water.

Spray 15 ml Hexaconzole in
10 liters of water.



Livestock &
poultry

Keep animal in shade to protect against cold. Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz
2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick Deworming and shed cleaning with
Bintox 2-3 ml/lit applied over body surface area of animal. Avoid
transportation of poultry birds during noon time. Put curtains on west side of poultry
house.
