Weather =  The weather in Amreli District is likely to be moderate warm, humid, and mostly cloudy
Summery in next 5 days. Scattered light to moderate rainfall likely on next five days over the
district. The maximum temperature is likely to be 34-36 °C. The minimum temperature

is likely to be 27-28° C in next five days.
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=  Wind direction likely from S-SSW wind speed likley 15 to 20 km/h with gust of 40 to
50 km/h.

= Extended Range Forecast: The weather of Saurashtra and Kutch is likely to be
moderate warm, moderately humid and partly cloudy from 19 to 23 June. Isolated very
light to light rainfall likely over the district in this week. The maximum temperature is
likely 32—-36 °C, and the minimum temperature is likely 28-30 °C.

= The Very Severe Cyclonic Storm “Biparjoy” (pronounced as “Biporjoy”) over
Northeast and adjoining Eastcentral Arabian Sea moved nearly northwestwards with
a speed of 8 kmph during past 6-hours and lay centered at 1130 hours IST of today,
the 13th June, 2023 over Northeast Arabian Sea near latitude 21.0°N and longitude
66.7°E, about 290 km west-southwest of Devbhumi Dwarka, 320 km west-southwest
of Porbandar, 320 km southwest of Jakhau Port, 330 km southwest of Naliya and 440
km south of Karachi (Pakistan).

= |t is very likely to move nearly northwards till 13th midnight, then move north-

northeastwards and -
cross Saurashtra &
Kutch and adjoining
Pakistan coasts 4
between Mandvi ‘ AnmedabaN
(Gujarat) and Karachi (
(Pakistan) near Jakhau
Port (Gujarat) around
evening of 15th June as

Advisory

Storing harvested produce in a safer place.
Repairing of irrigation canals and embankments of rivers in the risk zone to avoid breaching.
Arrangement of extensive drainage facilities in the fall-out areas.

In the case of horticulture crops provide mechanical support to plants to avoid lodging and being
uprooted.

Effective Water storage systems (rivers, lakes, reservoirs etc.) in reducing flood damage.
Protection of animal shed to withstand the heavy wind.

Keeping the animals in proper sheds.

Keeping gunny bags all around poultry sheds.




Don’t go for spraying pesticides and fertilizers.

Don’t leave the harvested produce in the open field.

Don’t allow the animals to graze outside.

Don'’t stay in the farm huts and underneath trees.

Don’t venture into the sea because of cyclonic storms and tidal waves (for fishermen).

Water Farm Pond
Management

When the monsoon breaks during monsoon season, there
iIs need irrigation to Kharif crops. In these circumstances,
store or harvest the rainwater and apply it as irrigation to
crops in their critical stages. It is necessary to keep inlet
and outlet structure in Farm pond. Construct farm pond
at low lying area at water arrive from all the part of the
farm. The advantage of plastic film at the bottom of
farm-pond are 1) preventing seepage and infiltration up
to 95%. *) Store water for a long time. *) Store the water
in soil having less water holding capacity. *) In alkali
soils, Preventing mixing of salts in harvested water. *)
use this water direct as at critical irrigation, drinking
water and fisheries purpose.

Cotton Sowing

Sowing

If there is adequate rainfall, Crop can be sowing till the
second week of July.

Fertilizer

Apply FYM @ 10 ton/had
Chemical Fertilizer can be applyied after soil testing,
DAP @ 55 kg and Murate of potash @ 125 kg per hactare
at the time of sowing.

Spacing

120 X 45 cmin Irrigated and 90 X 30 in non-irrigate area.

Seed Rate

3.5 to 4.0 kg/ha in Bt cotton at 4 to 6 cm depth when
adequate moisture in soil. And sowing by seed drill for
arboreum cotton @ 15-20 kg/ha seed

Seed
treatment

Apply seed treatment to hybrid cotton by captain and
thiram @ 2-3 g and Imidacloprid @ 7.5 g per Kg od seed

Arboretum: Gujarat Cotton Desi, Hybrid-7, 9, 11,
Gujarat Cotton- 13,17, 23, 25

Hybrid: Gujarat Cotton Hybrid-4, 6, 8, 10, 12

BT: Gujarat Cotton Hybrid-6, 8, 12, GTHH-49 (BG-II),
and other government approved seed.

Pearl Millet ~ Sowing Sowing

If sufficient rainfall received sowing of Pearl millet.

Groundnut Sowing Sowing

Sowing of Bunchy, Semi-spreading or spreading variety
of groundnut according to onset of monsoon.

Varieties

spreading (Pre-sowing): GAUG-10, GG-11, GG-13,
GJG-17 (Late maturing)

Semi-spreading (Timely Sowing: 15 to 30 June): GG-20
and GJG-22

Bunchy (Late sowing): GG-2, GG-5, GG-7, GJG-9
(Early maturing)

Livestock

Deworming should be given to chicks around 6 months
of age and other adult animals.

Give bypass protein to cow to increase the milk
production and fat.

Give more potassium & sodium in mineral mixture
during summer season.
