Agro-Advisory

Weather =  The weather in Amreli District is likely to be moderate humid, and partly cloudy in next
Summery 5 days. The isolated light to moderate rainfall with thunderstorm and lightning likely in
next 2 days over the district. There is no probability of rainfall from Day-3 to 5. The
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minimum temperature is likely to be 19-20 °C. The maximum temperature is likely to

be 33-35° C in next five days.

Wind direction likely from W in with gusts of 14 to 17 km/h.

Extended Range Forecast: No probability of rainfall from 25-29 March over the
Saurastra Region. Minimum temperature remains 20-24, and maximum temperature
likely to be 34-38 °C in forecast period.

General — Do early harvesting of rabi crops due to unseasonal rainfall forecasted in extended forecast,
Advisory place the harvested crops in shed or cover it with plastic.
— Do not tie the animals under the trees keep them in safe place due to thunderstorm forecasted
in next five days.
— To maintain pore space in soil practice of cultivation, ploughing, breaking of clods, and level
it after the harvesting of Rabi/Pre-rabi and Summer crops and preparere it for the Kharif crop
sowing.
— Land preparation of summer Green gram and Black gram.
— To harvest the rabi crops viz., Chickpea, Cumin and Coriander and dry out it in shade.

Apply total of 8 to 10 irrigations at intervals of 8 to 10
days depending on the growth stage, type of soil and
weather conditions.

Top dressing

Apply Nitrogen @ 25 kg (54 kg urea) as top dressing at
30 to 45 DAS. Apply gypsum if there found deficiency of
sulphur.

Irrigation

Apply 6 to 7 irrigation generally in sandy loam soil at 12
to 15 days of intervals.

Critical Stages for the irrigation: Germination stage(3-5
days), Tillering stage(21-35 days), Boot leaf stage(45-65
days), Flowering stage(55-75 days) and Grain filling
stage(70-90 days).

Weed
Management

Keep the millet crop free from weeds for 45 DAS and
conserve moisture.

Apply spray of the herbicide Atrazine 50% W. P. Dissolve
10 gm/10 liters of water before the germination of crop
and weed in case of shortage of labor.

The frequancy of fruit dropping can increased by light
rainfall, spray 2 g of naphthalic acetic acid (20 ppm) and
1 kg of urea in 100 liters of water when fruits are Mung /
sorghum grain sized.

Irrigation

Apply Irrigation at 15 days of interval when the fruit is
about size of pea.

When the fruit is about the size of a pea, spray gibberellic
acid @1 g /100 liters of water (10 ppm) (first dissolve
gibberellic acid in 50 ml acetone or alcohol or sodium
hydroxide and then in 100 liters of water) and spray with
one kg of urea.

Fertilizer

Apply 2nd Irrigation followed by 12:32:16 NPK @
500gm + 2kg Castor cake per tree after application of
gibberellic acid.

apply 5 to 10 kg of organic manure per plant like
vermicompost or poultry manure or press mud If chemical
fertilizer is not wanting to apply.




Dissolve Azotobacter @ 25 ml, Phosphobacteria @ 25 ml,
Potash bacteria @ 25 ml, and Super Potassium Humic in
20 liters of water and apply this solution two feet away
from the trunk of the tree @ 2 liters per plant after the
fertilizer treatment.

Spongy tissue
/Mulching

Cover the open ground or sowing Green gram/cluster bean
/ sunn-hemp to maintain moisture in the soil of mango
orchard and use it as in-situ green manuring after
completion of mango crop when there is Fruit on the tree
to prevent sponge tissue disease. And in other mangoes,
the stains from the sun heat on the fruit can be prevented.

Apply spray of wettable sulphur @ 250g/100 L water to
control powdery mildew during flowering.

Maturity Harvesting o Keep harvesting early if crop is near to its maturity stage,

and place the harvested procut at safe place from rainfall.

Livestock

Apply fibre-rich feed to animals in summer seasons,
because it will maintain the body temperature and
respiration.




e Apply optimum limited protein rich feed to milch animal
who produces high milk. Protein produces more heat rom
animal body and it may affect the reproduction system of
that animal.

e Give bypass protein to cow to increase the milk
production and fat.

e Give more potassium & sodium in mineral mixture
during summer season.

e Sprinkle water (fogger) on the animals and keep the fan
in the shade to keep the body cool.
