Temperature: Maximum and minimum temperature likely to be in range 28-30 °C and 25-26
°C, respectively, so cold wave condition increase in next week.




Relative Humidity: The RH-1 and RH-II is likely to be in the range of 65-76 % & 22-30 %,
respectively.

Wind Direction and Speed: Direction and speed of wind is likely to be W-NW and 18-23
km/h, respectively.

General Advice

As per IMD forecast southwest monsoon seasonal (June to September) rainfall over the
country as a whole is likely to be 96 % of the Long Period Average (LPA) with a model error
of £ 5% (Normal).

To maintain pore space in soil practice of cultivation, ploughing, breaking of clods, and level
it after the harvesting of Rabi/Pre-rabi and Summer crops and preparere it for the Kharif crop
sowing.

Before storage of rabi crops produce, grains should be properly cleaned and it should be dried
properly to the recommended level of moisture content. Godowns should be properly cleaned
by removing all the grains and other storage matter of previous crop. Cracks and crevices of
the walls should be cleaned and repaired and whitewashing should be done. Those who can
afford are advised to spray 0.5 % malathion solution and keep the chamber closed for 7-8
days. The gunny bags should be dried in the sun so that eggs and pupating stages of insects
as well as inoculum of diseases get destroyed.

gm in 10 liters of water.

e Thrips and Army worm: For control of Thrips and Army worm in
sesame spray neem seed extract 5% and profenofos 20 ml and in 10
liters of water.

Pearl millet ®\Weed Control: At a crop stage two time Interculturing and after hand
weeding as per requirement.
Black Gram e [rrigation: Apply irrigation at critical stages on basis of soil type.
e \Weed Control: At a crop stage two time Interculturing and after hand
weeding as per requirement.
Animals e Essential salts/mineral mixture in appropriate quantities must be mixed

with feed and given to the animals.

e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep
animal shed hygienic and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

¢ Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder
to the animals. For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg
feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.

e Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
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
