Jamnagar district have sky will be observed generally cloudy to cloudy and most of
the places have chances of moderate rainfall.




Temperature: Maximum and minimum temperature likely to be in range 32-34 °C and 24-
26 °C, respectively.

Relative Humidity: The RH-1 and RH-I1 is likely to be in the range of 82-86 % & 63-74 %,
respectively.

Wind Direction and Speed: Direction and speed of wind is likely to be W and 27-28 km/h,
respectively.

General Advice

In the next week sky will be observed generally cloudy to cloudy and moderate rainfall
chances in most of places.

Farmers who have complete sowing operation they carried out inter-culturing, weeding
operation in clear sky condition.

Keep maintain the sequence in seed treatment like first treat the seed with Fungicide,
Insecticide and then after seed treatment with biofertilizer. Seed Treatment: Seed Material +
Fungicide + Insecticide + Biofertilizer.

When rainfall occur at time adult of white grub come out in the soil and they stay near the
tree of farm boundary or other near tree, so spray the Clorpyriphose 25 mm or Profenophos
10 mm or Methyl parathion 10 mm in 10 lit. water and spray on tree.

Planning the intercropping, if one crop is fail due to rainfall scarcity then get income for
other crops.

Use trichoderma spp. @ 2.5 kg/ha for control of soil borne diseases like wilt in Cotton,
Castor and Red gram and stem rot and collar rot in groundnut.

crop Crop wise Advisory

Groundnut e Wilt: For the control of the wilt in groundnut, before sowing apply the 2.5 kg
tricoderma with 200-300 kg neem cake or caster cake per hecter.

¢ In Groundnut crop control of weed spray the quizalophop ethayl 40 gm/ ha

after 20 days of germination.

e Inter cropping: Sowing of cotton, pigion pea and castor as a inter crop with

groundnut to reduse crop loss due to uneven weather and erratic rainfall.

Cotton e Thinning and gap filling: Where two or more plants remove extra plants,
and fill the gaps in the field.

e Inter cropping: Adopt inter crop like sesame, groundnut, soybean, pulses

and maize in cotton crop for risk management at scarcity of rainfall

condition.




In early sowing crop apply supplementary dose of nitrogen through
Ammonium sulphate (30 kg/ha) and also apply potash through murate of
potash (30 kg/ha) to cotton crop.

Castor

Carry out sowing in clear sky condition, when sufficient rainfall received.
Fertilizer: Recommendation dose of fertilizer is 75 kg nitrogen and 50 kg
phosphorus per hectors, so apply the 37.5 kg nitrogen and 50 kg phosphorus
per hectors as a basal dose before sowing.

As intercropping castor crop sowing should be carried out in the starting of
August month to prevent the crop against Semilooper pest attack.

Sesame

Carry out sowing in clear sky condition, when sufficient rainfall received.
Variety: For the sowing of sesame crop select the new variety like Gujarat
til-2, 3, 4, 6.

Fertilizer: Apply DAP @ 54 kg and Murate of potash @ 67 kg per hactare
as basal.

Sesame can be grown as an intercrop and as a mixed crop with cotton, pigeon
pea, Castor.

Carry out sowing in clear sky condition, when sufficient rainfall received.
Variety: GHB-558, GHB-538, GHB-577, GHB-719, GHB-732 and GHB-
744,

Fertilizer: Apply DAP @ 87 kg and Urea @ 53 kg per hactare as basal.

Red gram

Carry out sowing in clear sky condition, when sufficient rainfall received.
Variety: Select the early mature variety like Gujarat tuver-100 and Gujarat
tuver-101 and medium late variety BDN-2.

Fertilizer: Apply DAP @ 87 kg per hactare as basal.

Cowpea

Carry out sowing in clear sky condition, when sufficient rainfall received.
Variety: For Green gram sowing select the varieties like GM-4, K-851,
GAM-5. For Black gram sowing select the varieties like Gujarat Adud-1, 2.
For Cowpea sowing select the varieties like Gujarat cowpeal, 2, 4, Pusa
Falguni.

Fertilizer: Apply DAP @ 87 kg per hactare as basal.

Animals

Keep animal at safe place during rainy condition.

Essential salts/mineral mixture in appropriate quantities must be mixed with
feed and given to the animals.

Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep animal
shed hygienic and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.




e Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the
animals. For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g
mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.

e Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
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
