Agro meteorological Advisories:

General Due to forecast of unseasonal rain fall following steps should be taken
Advice e Threshed out harvested crop/heap the harvested crop and cover with plastic
sheet.

e Postpone foliar spraying of insecticides, fungicides, weedicides and fertilizers in
standing crops during the forecast period.

e Postpone irrigation to summer crops during forecast period.
o Keep harvested produce in safe places.

e Arrange for extensive drainage facilities to remove excess water from standing crop
fields.

¢ Do not take harvested produce to marketing yard for sale during forecast period.
e Keep animals indoor during the period.
¢ Do not let the animal outside during thunders rains.

e Take care that no rain water should enter into poultry house.

General Advisory

e Before storage of rabi crops produce, grains should be properly cleaned and it
should be dried properly to the recommended level of moisture content.
Godowns should be properly cleaned by removing all the grains and other
storage matter of previous crop. Cracks and crevices of the walls should be
cleaned and repaired and whitewashing should be done. Those who can afford
are advised to spray 0.5 % malathion solution and keep the chamber closed for 7-
8 days. The gunny bags should be dried in the sun so that eggs and pupating
stages of insects as well as inoculum of diseases get destroyed.




o Keep the summer crops weed free by interculturing and hand weeding.

e Deep ploughing of fields after harvesting of rabi crops is advised so that eggs and
pupating stages of insects, fungus, bacteria and weed seeds will destroy under
high temperature.

e Weather outlook for subsequent week: As per extended range forecast dry and
mainly clear to partly cloudy and very light to light rainfall very likely to observe
during 07 to 12-May-2023.

e Alerts & Warning: Light rainfall very likely at isolated places with lightning and
surface wind less than 40 kmph (in gust) accompanied during 02-07-May-2023.

Sms : Due to forecast of unseasonal rain fall keep the harvested produce at safe

places.

e Monitor the crop for mite’s infestation. If
infestation of mite observed in Brinjal, then
spray Ethion 50 EC 15 ml or Propargite 57 %
EC @ 10 ml/ 10 litre of water.

e Under present weather conditions, severe attack of
thrips has been reported. Spray Profenofos 20 ml
with 500 ml of 5 % neem seed extract or neem
seed oil 50 ml in 10 litres of water. In case of
heavy attack make spray of spinosad or spinetoram
3 ml per 10 liter of water.

Livestock | Under present weather condition keep animals under shade or in sheds during noon

poultry | hours, provide plenty of cool water mixed with minerals for drinking and shower the

animals with cold water two to three times in a day .Do Vaccination for
Haemorrhageic septicemia (H.S.) disease and Blue Quarter (B.Q.) in animals. Udder
of milking animals must be properly clean with zinc oxide or boric powder. Also give
deworming tablet to younger animals. For control of ticks and mites spray Deltamethrin
or Amitral 2 ml/liter of water. Provide Vitamin-A and D supplementation.

For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2
liters of milk yield. Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry

feed.
