In case of heavy attack make spray
of spinosad or spinetoram 3 ml per 10 liter of
water.
e For the control of Anthracnose spray Mencozeb
27gm OR Chlorothalonil 27 gram OR Fosetyl
20 gm in 10 liters of water at 15 days interval.

e In present weather conditions, rouging of viral
infested crop should be done in chilli. Infected
plants should be uprooted and buried in the soil.
After rouging, spraying of Hostathion 20 ml per
10 litre of water is advised for control the vector
white fly.

Livestock | Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick. Carry out

& poultry | vaccination for foot and mouth disease. Check up for reproductive diseases evaluation.

Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes.
Provide ad lib warm water to lactating animals. Keep young calves indoors during night
time to avoid cold stress. For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed +
50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield. Feed animals with a mixture of green
grass + hay + minerals + dry feed. Carry out sowing of maize for fodder purpose.
