If sulphur deficiency in soil then apply 20 kg sulphur (in the form of 125
kg gypsum) per hectors.




Pearl Interculturing and hand weeding should be carried out in crop when

millet sufficient sunrays receives.

Green Carry out sowing of green gram variety like GM-4, K-851, GAM-5 and

%rlzrcnli Black gram variety like Guj. Adud-1 in time, where sufficient rain fall

gram receive for sowing. Apply DAP @ 87 kg per hactare as basal.

Crop apply the seed treatment of bio fertilizer like Rhizobium and PSB 10-15
ml/ kg seed.

Sesame For the sowing of sesame crop select the new variety like Gujarat til-3
and Gujarat til- 4.

Red gram Select the early mature variety like Gujarat tuver-100 and Gujarat tuver-
101 and medium late variety BDN-2.

Soybean Soybean sowing select the variety like Gujarat Soybean-1,2 and GJS-3.

Sorghum/ Carried out sowing when sufficient rainfall is received.

Maize

Gum For the sowing of Gum guvar select the Gujarat Guvar-2 variety. This

Guvar variety early mature in 90-100 days.

Tomato fruit fruitfly  [In tomato crop, for the control of fruit fly, spray acetemaprid 5.0 ml in 10
lit of water.

Monitor the crop for infestation of white fly in tomato, if require spray
500 ml of 5 % neem seed extract or neem seed oil 50 ml with
diafenthiuron 50 %wp @ 16 gm / 10 lit of water.

Chilli fruit thrips  |For the control of thrips in chilli, spray 20 ml profenophosinl0 litres of
water. Under present weather conditions severe attack of thrips has been
reported. Spray profenofos 20 ml with 500 ml of 5 % neem seed extract
or neem seed oil 50 ml in 10 litres of water. In case of heavy attack make
spray of spinosad or spinetoram 3 ml per 10 liter of water.

Brinjal thrips  |For the control of thrips and white fly, spray neem seed extract 500 ml or

and  jneem seed oil 50 or neem oil 40 ml and acetamiprid 20 % SP@ 5.0 gm /
whitefly [10 lit of water at 15 days interval.In brinjal constant monitoring of borers

by using pheromone traps 4-6 per acre is advised, If insect population is

above ETL than spraying of chlorantraniliprole18.5 % SC 3.0 ml or

DDVP 7 ml/10 litre of water is advised against fruit borer.




e Keep animals indoor and safe place during the raining period.
e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep animal shed hygienic

and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

¢ Dry the milking animal shade with wheat or other agricultural west materials.
¢ Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals. For
milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of

milk yield.

e Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
