Apply Ammoiium sulphate and murate of potash
fertilizers 30 kg/ha each unde vapsa condition.

To prevent alternaria blight disease infestation
spray Mencozeb 75 % WP 27 gm in 10 liters of
water as precautionary measure under clear sky.
Carry out interculturing and weeding under vapsa
condition.

Under present weather condition pink boll
worm infestation observed in cotton.For the
monitoring of pink bollworm infestation in
cotton crop farmers are advised to put
pheromone traps 6-8/ha in early sown crop. If
infestation found pick and burry the infested
flowers/bolls in soil for control of pink
bollworm infestation in cotton. Also make
spray of profenofos 50 EC 20 ml or
cypermethrin 10 ml in 10 liters of water.

Chili Flowering & | Thrips— e Spray Profenofos 20 ml with 500 ml of 5 %
fruiting FATES PR neem seed extract or neem seed oil 50 mlin 10
litres of water for the control of thrips under clear
sky. In case of heavy attack make spray of
spinosad or spinetoram 3 ml per 10 liter of water.

Lemon Fruit Citrus canker eSpray copper oxychloride 40 gm or
development Leaf minor streptocyclie 1.5 gm in 10 liters of water for the

control of citrys canker in lemon under clear
sky.

e Spray Quinalphos 20 ml in 10 literss of water for
control of leaf minor under clear sky.

Livestock | Keep animal in shed during rainfall hours. Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of
ouItEy water for the control of tick. Deworming, T.B. and J.D. Testing should be done. Provide
6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals. For milch
animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of
milk yield. Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry feed.
Ensure regarding vaccination of animals for different diseases in rainy season. Spray
phenyl in the animal shed to avoid fly’s and mosquitoes.
Keep fodder in safe place to avoid spoilage due to rainfall.
For Prevention & Control of Lumpy virus skin disease in animals separate diseased
animal from herds by avoiding communal grazing, control movement/ migration of
animal from affected village and control of insect by insecticide. Vaccinate the animal.
