Due to forecast of unseasonal rain fall followini steﬁs should be taken

e Thunderstorm acconpained with gusty wind may damage to plantation,
horticulture and standing crops like breaking of branches, lodging and
fruits dropping.

e Fungal disease infestation may increase in vegetable and field crops.

e Quality of fruits and vegetable crops deteriorate.

Action suggested
e Threshed out harvested crop/heap the harvested crop and cover with
plastic/tarpaulin sheets.

e Postpone foliar spraying of insecticides, fungicides, weedicides and fertilizers in
standing crops during the forecast period.

e Postpone irrigation to summer crops during forecast period.
o Keep harvested produce in safer places.

e Tie harvested crop properly and cover them to minimize displacement due to strong
surface wind.

¢ Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking vegetable crops to
prevent lodging.

e Arrange for extensive drainage facilities to remove excess rainwater from standing
crop fields.

¢ Do not take harvested produce to marketing yard for sale during forecast period.
e Keep animals indoor during the period.
¢ Do not let the animal outside during thunders rains & provide balance feed.

o Keep feed and fodder in safe place to prevent spoilage.




e Take care that no rain water should enter into poultry house.

Likely impact of realised weather and action suggested :
Provide support to vegetables like brinjal and chili where they are lodged due to

unseasonal rain with gusty wind.
The fungal diseases infestation may increase in standing crops, so monitor the
crops and if required make spray of recommended fungicide.

Weather outlook for subsequent week: As per extended range forecast dry, hot
and mainly clear weather likely to observe during 14 to 19 -May-2025.

Livestock | Due to forecast of rainfall keep the animal inside the shed during. « Keep  feed  and
& poultry | fodder in safe place to prevent spoilage.

> Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Provide ad lib warm water
to lactating animals. For prevention of Anthrax disease in animals do vaccination with
anthrax vaccine. Udder of milking animals must be properly clean with zinc oxide or
boric powder. Also give deworming tablet to younger animals. For milch animals,
regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.
Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry feed. Carry out
sowing of maize for fodder purpose.

For prevention of New castle disease/Ranikhet disease do vaccination in poultry.The
beaks of birds in the poultry under age of 15 Week should be cut. Entry of visitors in
poultry should be prevented.
