To control shoot and fruit borer, infested fruits and
shoots should be collected and buried inside the soil.
Installation of pheromone trap @ 2-3 traps per acre is
advised for monitoring of borers. If pest population is
high, spraying of Spinosad 48 EC @ 1 ml /4 litres of
water is advised when sky remains clear.

Afor Haemorrhageic septicemia (H.S.) and Blue Quarter (B.Q.) diseases in animals.
Udder of milking animals must be properly clean with zinc oxide or boric powder. Also
give deworming tablet to younger animals. For control of ticks and mites spray
Deltamethrin or Amitral 2 ml/liter of water.
