When rainfall occur at time adult of white grub come out in the soil and they stay near the
tree of farm boundary or other near tree, so spray the Clorpyriphose 25 mm or
Profenophos 10 mm or Methyl parathion 10 mm in 10 lit. water and spray on tree.
In the legumes crop not apply Urea fertilizer as a supplementary dose.

of borers by using pheromone traps 4-6 per acre is advised, If insect
population is above ETL than spraying of chlorantraniliprole18.5 %
SC 3.0 ml or DDVP 7 ml/10 litre of water is advised against fruit

borer.

Cow

e Keep animals indoor and safe place during the raining period.

e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep animal shed hygienic
and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

e Dry the milking animal shade with wheat or other agricultural west materials.

e Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals. For
milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of
milk yield.

e Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
