Hot, humid weather & dust storm with strong surface wind of 25-30 km/h likely
to prevail in the districts of Rajkot, Morbi Surendranagar, Jamnagar, Devbhumi
Dwarka and Amreli during 25-29-May-2024.
e Under hot weather cares to be taken
a. Avoid heat exposure and drinks plenty of water, ORS and fruit juices like lemon
water, butter milk etc.
b. Wear light weight, light coloured, loose cotton clothes.
c. Cover your head with white cap.
d. Keep the animal under tree shade or shed during noon hours.
e. Provide plenty of cool water mixed with minerals for drinking and shower the
animals with cold water two to three times in a day.

e Due to prevailing dry and hot weather conditions, farmers are advised for
light and frequent irrigation in all vegetable crops. Irrigation should be
done in the morning hours or in the evening hours.

e Do mulching with crop residues in vegetable crops to prevent heat damage
and conservation of soil moisture.

e Farmers are also advised to protect vegetables nurseries and orchards
against hot winds by physical barrier like wet gunny bag barrier/sorghum,
pearlmillet hay barriers.

e Apply irrigation to vegetable crops as per need.

General advisory

e Dig out completely composted (FYM) material from compost pit made from animal

dung, urine, litter and farm waste.

e For the ensuing Kkharif season ensure the availability of seeds as per the

crop/cultivar planning and ensure other inputs in advance. For use of
own/private party seeds for crop like groundnut advise to test seed viability
conduct a sample germination test.

Field preparation for sowing of kharif crop should be carried out.

e Procure good quality of seeds for kharif sowing well in advance.

Repairing of farm boundaries, bunds and drainage channels should be
completed to prevent soil erosion.

e Weather outlook for subsequent week: As per extended range forecast dry, hot,

humid and clear weather likely to observe during 16 to 21-June-2024.

e Alerts & Warning: Due to premonsoon activity Light thunderstorm with lightning

and surface wind 30- 40 kmph (in gust) accompanied with light rain very likely at
isolated places in the districts of Saurashtra namely Rajkot, Porbandar, Junagadh,




Amreli, Bhavnagar, Dwarka, Gir Somnath, Botad and in Diu.

Sms : Seed treatment with Dithane M-45/Captan/vitavax @ 2.5 grams per kg of
seeds before sowing for the control of seed born diseases is advised.

If insect population is above ETL then
spraying of chlorantraniliprolel8.5 % SC 3.0
ml ml/10 litre of water under clear weather
condition is advised.

Under present weather condition keep animals under shade or in sheds during noon
hours, provide plenty of cool water mixed with minerals for drinking and shower the
animals with cold water two to three times in a day .Do Vaccination for
Haemorrhageic septicemia (H.S.) disease and Blue Quarter (B.Q.) in animals. Udder
of milking animals must be properly clean with zinc oxide or boric powder. Also give
deworming tablet to younger animals. For control of ticks and mites spray Deltamethrin
or Amitral 2 ml/liter of water.
For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2
liters of milk yield. Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry

feed.




Cares to be taken for prevention of Heat stress in livestock & poultry

1) Increase ventilation & provide fan & fogger system in livestock & poultry

2) Prevent overcrowding & movement activity of livestock & Poultry

3) Increase water intake & decreased feed intake

4) Use 0.6% potassium chloride electrolyte in drinking water

5) Provide anti-stress vitamin (A,D,E & B complex) in drinking water

6) Feeding of poultry & livestock during evening time

7) To provide extra drinking troughs in shed especially metal.

Due to hot weather keep the animal under tree shade or shed during noon hours. Provide
plenty of cool water mixed with minerals for drinking and shower the animals with cold
water two to three times in a day.

For prevention of New castle disease/Ranikhet disease do vaccination in poultry.The
beaks of birds in the poultry under age of 15 Week should be cut. Entry of visitors in
poultry should be prevented.
