Installation of pheromone trap @ 2-3 traps per acre is
advised for monitoring of borers. If pest population is
high, spraying of Renaxypyr(Chlorantraniliprole)
18.5W/W @ 4 ml/10litres of water is advised when sky
remains clear.

Chili Flowering & Under present weather conditions severe attack of thrips

fruiting % has been reported. Spray 20 ml Fipronil 20 ml in 10
N [itres of water.
Rouge out viral infested plantof chili. Infected plants
should be uprooted and buried in the soil. After rouging,
spray 5 mlimidacloprid per 10 litre of water for control
of the vector, under clear sky.

Lemon Resting For obtaining maximum fruit during summer do root
pruning and do not irrigate crop until wilting. At wilting
and defoliation stage apply FYM and fertilizers and
irrigate the plants.
