Alternaria and other fungal diseases in cotton and vegetable crops under clear

weather.

e Farmers are advised to use light trap to keep a check on pest population. This
causes less damage to useful insects. For making a light trap, a bulb should be
fixed above a tumbler (either plastic or tin) having a mixture of water and few
drops of Rogor or kerosene oil. The insects get attracted towards the light, fall in

the solution and die.

e Carry out field preparation for sowing of rabi sorghum, garlic, chickpea and
mustard where sesame/pearl millet/pulses/bunch groundnut crops harvested &

irrigation facility available.

e Sms. : Carry out harvesting of groundnut as there is no forecast of rainfall.

cotton crop farmers are advised to put pheromone
traps 6-8/ha. If infestation found, pick and burry
the infested flowers/bolls in soil for control of
pink bollworm infestation in cotton. Also make
spray of profenofos 50 EC 20 ml in 10 liters of
water.

e Farmers are advised to spray 3 % KNO3
solution in at flowering, boll initiation and 50%
boll formation to Bt. Cotton crop under
irrigated condition under clear weather.

e Foliar spraying of multi-micronutrient formulation
Grade IV (Fe-Mn-Zn-CuB, 4.0-1.0-6.0-0.5-0.5 %) @
1% at 60, 75 and 90 DAS in Bt. cotton crop is
advised under clear weather.

e Detopping of cotton should be done in crop having
4.5-5 feet height at vapsa condition.

Treat “kanji” onion seed at sowing with
carbendazim @ 2-3 gm/kg for prevention of soil
and seed borne diseases.

If population is found
more, then spraying of Ethion @ 1.5-2 ml/litre
of water under clear weather condtion is
advised.

For control of whitefly & jassids in Okra,
Spray 500 ml of 5 % neem seed extract or 50 ml
neem oil or acephate75 % SP@ 15 gm or
imidacloprid 17.8 SL 3 ml/10 litre of water
under clear weather.

For minimize population of whitefly, Spray 500
ml of 5 % neem seed extract or neem oil 50 ml
or Difenthiuron 50 WP @ 16 gm / 10 lit of
water under clear weather condtion.

In brinjal and tomato crops, monitoring of borers
by using pheromone traps 4-6 per acre is advised.
For control of shoot and fruit borer in brinjal and
tomato crops, infested fruits and shoots should be
collected and buried into the soil. If insect
population is above ETL then spraying of
chlorantraniliprole18.5 % SC 3.0 ml or DDVP 7
ml/10 litre of water under clear weather condition
is advised.

If infestation of mite is observed in brinjal, then
spraying of Ethion 50 EC 15 ml or Propargite
57 % EC @ 10 ml/ 10 litre of water under clear
weather condtion.

Under present weather condition hybrid chili to
push up growth make application of
ammonium sulphate and murate of potash
fertilizers each @ 25 kg/ha at vapsa condtion
and make spraying of mix micronutrients 100
gm/10 lit. of water under clear weather.

For the control of thrips in chili make sparayof
of profenofos 20 ml with 500 ml of 5 % neem
seed extract or neem seed oil 50 ml in 10 litres
of water. In case of heavy attack, spray of
spinosad or spinetoram 3 ml per 10 liter of

water under clear sky.

Under present weather conditions, rouging of
viral infested plants should be done in chili.
Infected plants should be uprooted and buried
in the soil. After rouging, spraying of
Imidacloprid @ 5 ml per 10litre of water is
advisedfor control the vector, when sky
remains clear.

Constant monitoring of the chilli crop against
attack of mites is advised If population is found
more, then spraying of Ethion @ 1.5-2 ml/litre
of water under clear weather.

litre water during evening hours with large
spray droplets.

Due to hot and humid weather mite infestation
observed in papaya and if infestation observe
above ETL then spray Ethion 50 EC 15 ml or
Propargite 57 % EC @ 10 ml/ 10 litre of water
under clear weather condtion.

Livestock
& poultry

Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick and for
prevention of foot & mouth disease in animals do vaccination with FMD vaccine.
Deworming testing should be done. Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-
20 kg green fodder to the animals. Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and

mosquitoes.

Keep fodder in safe place to avoid spoilage due to rainfall.
