Due to chance of light to moderate rainfall during 16 to 19 October in Amreli
district farmers are advise to thresh out harvested kharif groundnut and

postpone further harvesting of semi spreading and spreading groundnut to
prevent damage by rainfall.

Procure good quality certified seeds of garlic, chick pea, mustard, wheat, pea,
cumin, coriander, onion, fenugreek and fodder for rabi sowing. Procure good

quality certified seeds of garlic, chick pea, mustard, wheat, pea, cumin,
coriander, onion, fenugreek and fodder for rabi sowing.

Farmers can sow chick pea, mustard and fodder sorghum in the field where
kharif crop harvested.

Apply light irrigation to cotton and vegetable crops as per need.

Sms. : Chick pea Seed should be treated with Carbendazim, or Captan or Thiram @ 2.0 gm/
kg and after that with crop-specific Rhizobium culture at sowing.

Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick and for
prevention of foot & mouth disease in animals do vaccination with FMD vaccine.
Deworming testing should be done. Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-
20 kg green fodder to the animals. Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flies and
mosquitoes.

Keep fodder in safe place to avoid spoilage due to rainfall.
