Agro meteorological Advisories:

General
Advice

Due to forecast of unseasonal rain fall following steps should be taken

e Threshed out harvested crop/heap the harvested crop and cover with plastic
sheet.

e Postpone foliar spraying of insecticides, fungicides, weedicides and fertilizers in
standing crops during the forecast period.

e Postpone irrigation to summer crops during forecast period.
e Keep harvested produce in safe places.

e Arrange for extensive drainage facilities to remove excess water from standing crop
fields.

¢ Do not take harvested produce to marketing yard for sale during forecast period.
e Keep animals indoor during the period.

e Do not let the animal outside during thunders rains.

e Take care that no rain water should enter into poultry house.

General Advisory

e Before storage of rabi crops produce, grains should be properly cleaned and it
should be dried properly to the recommended level of moisture content.
Godowns should be properly cleaned by removing all the grains and other




storage matter of previous crop. Cracks and crevices of the walls should be
cleaned and repaired and whitewashing should be done. Those who can afford
are advised to spray 0.5 % malathion solution and keep the chamber closed for 7-
8 days. The gunny bags should be dried in the sun so that eggs and pupating
stages of insects as well as inoculum of diseases get destroyed.

Field preparation by cultivator and harrowing for sowing of summer crops i.e.
green gram, black gram and vegetable crops and procure good quality seeds.
Weather outlook for subsequent week: As per extended range forecast dry and
mainly clear to clear and Very light rainfall in isolate place weather likely to
observe during 19 to 24-March-2023.

Alerts & Warning:

Light thunderstorm with lightning and surface wind 30- 40 kmph (in gust)
accompanied with light to moderate rain very likely at isolated places in the
districts of Saurashtra-Kutch namely Amreli, Bhavnagar, Rajkot and Kutch on
15t March and

Light rain/thundershower very likely at isolated places in the districts of
Saurashtra namely Surendranagar, Botad and Bhavnagar on 16" March.

In case of
heavy attack make spray of spinosad or spinetoram
3 ml per 10 liter of water.

e Apply irrigation as fruits become pea size.
Livestock | Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Provide ad lib warm
& poultry | water to lactating animals. For prevention of Anthrax disease in animals do vaccination

with anthrax vaccine. Udder of milking animals must be properly clean with zinc oxide




or boric powder. Also give deworming tablet to younger animals. For milch animals,
regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.
Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry feed. Carry out
sowing of maize for fodder purpose.

For prevention of New castle disease/Ranikhet disease do vaccination in poultry.The
beaks of birds in the poultry under age of 15 Week should be cut. Entry of visitors in
poultry should be prevented.
