Relative Humidity: The RH-I and RH-II is likely to be in the range of 84-85 % & 65-71, respectively.




Wind Direction and Speed: Direction and speed of wind is likely to be SW-W and 9-21 km/h, respectively.

Aqgricultural advisory

General In a water logging crop remove the extra water in the plant by the potash fertilizer

Advice application.
If possible then do not spray pesticide/insecticide in a new emerging crop.
Farmers have carried out inter-culturing, weeding, thinning and gap filling in vaspa
condition.
Planning the intercropping, if one crop is fail due to rainfall scarcity then get income for
other crops. Ground nut + Castor (3:1), Cotton + Groundnut/Sesame/Green gram (1:1),
Ground nut + Pigeon pea (3:1) intercropping get more benefit compare to sole crop.
In the legumes crop and Groundnut crop not apply Urea fertilizer as a supplementary
dose.
Apply the supplementary dose of fertilizer in crop which have require.

Cotton e Gap filling operation should be carried out or remove extra plant.
e Interculturing and hand weeding should be carried out in vaspa
condition.
After e Apply supplementary dose of nitrogen through Ammonium sulphate

to cotton crop.
e Sowing of green gram, blackgram, sesame as a intercrop to reduce
the erect rainfall.

crop loss due to uneven weather and erratic rainfall.

e Spray ferrous sulphate @ 100 g and citric acid @ 10 g per 10 litre of water

to contrl of yellowing of leaves.

e Interculturing and hand weeding should be carried out in vaspa
condition.
o Apply supplementary dose fertilizer.
Pearl e Interculturing and hand weeding should be carried out in vaspa
millet condition.
e Interculturing should be done two to three times to keep the crop
weed free and maintain soil moisture.

In tomato crop, for the control of fruit fly, spray acetemaprid 5.0 ml
in 10 lit of water.

Monitor the crop for infestation of white fly in tomato, if require
spray 500 ml of 5 % neem seed extract or neem seed oil 50 ml with
diafenthiuron 50 %wp @ 16 gm / 10 lit of water.

Chilli

fruit thrips

For the control of thrips in chilli, spray 20 ml profenophosin10 litres
of water. Under present weather conditions severe attack of thrips
has been reported. Spray profenofos 20 ml with 500 ml of 5 % neem
seed extract or neem seed oil 50 ml in 10 litres of water. In case of
heavy attack make spray of spinosad or spinetoram 3 ml per 10 liter

of water.

Brinjal

For the control of thrips and white fly, spray neem seed extract 500
ml or neem seed oil 50 or neem oil 40 ml and acetamiprid 20 %
SP@ 5.0 gm / 10 lit of water at 15 days interval.In brinjal constant
monitoring of borers by using pheromone traps 4-6 per acre is
advised, If insect population is above ETL than spraying of
chlorantraniliprole18.5 % SC 3.0 ml or DDVP 7 ml/10 litre of water

is advised against fruit borer.

Cow

e Keep animals indoor and safe place during the raining period.

e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep animal shed hygienic

and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

¢ Dry the milking animal shade with wheat or other agricultural west materials.

¢ Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals. For

milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of

milk yield.

o Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
