e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep animal shed hygienic
and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

e Dry the milking animal shade with wheat or other agricultural west materials.

¢ Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals. For
milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters
of milk yield.
