For Field Crops

e Efforts should be taken up to drain excess water from fields in standing crops.

e Sowing of kharif crops should be carried out at optimum moisture level

e For vegetable crops like tomato, brinjal, chilli and cucurbitaceous crops, earthing
up and drenching/spraying with fungicide like copper oxychloride @4 g/lit water
may be done to reduce the root exposure and fungal diseases attack.

o Leafy vegetable produce from fields flooded with off-water may be discarded as
these may be heavily contaminated. Slight pruning of damaged branches and
apical tips may be done may be done to initiate new growth and side branches.

e A Foliar spray of 2% DAP + 1% KCI (MOP) may be done.

For Plantation Crops

e Excess water from orchards should be drained out by creating channels as soon as
possible.

e Partially fallen trees of fruit crops like mango can be rescued by pruning branches
(with machine) and bring them back in standing position with the help of
machineries.

e Staking should be provided to the main trunks of recovered plants and sufficient
soil should be put around the root zone.

e Trees with breakage of the main, primary or secondary branches have to be given
a flat cut at breakage points and Bordeaux paste should be applied. Exposed main
trunk and branches should be painted with lime to prevent sunburn.

e Fully uprooted or more than 50% uprooted trees are difficult to rescue. In that case
replanting should be done.

e After establishment, trees should be fertilized (N 800: P 500: K 800) to promote
growth.




e Spraying of copper fungicide @ 4 g/lit water may be done to prevent foliar disease

infestation.

Nursery eFarmers are advised for preparation of nursery for tomato, chilli,
Vegetables brinjal and early cauliflower (maturing in the month of
September). It is also advised to use shed nets, which helps in
reducing vector borne diseases and produce healthy seedlings.
Nursery should be covered by net at the height of 6.5 feet for
protection against sunlight. Seed should be sown in nursery after
treatment with thiram 2.0 — 2.5 gram/kg of seed.
To prevent soil borne disease drenching of nursery bed should be
done with Mencozeb 75 % WP @ 2.5 gm/ litre of water after 15
DAS.
Drain out excess water from nurserybed.

pheromone traps 4-6 per acre is advised. For
control of shoot and fruit borer in brinjal,
infested fruits and shoots should be collected
and buried into the soil. If fruits and shoot borer
population is above ETL then spraying of
chlorantraniliprole18.5 % SC 3.0 ml /10 litre of
water is advised.

Livestock & Under present weather condition keep animals indoor during the period.Do not let the
poultr animal outside during heavy rains .Do Vaccination for Haemorrhageic septicemia (H.S.)
2 | | disease and Blue Quarter (B.Q.) in animals. Udder of milking animals must be properly
clean with zinc oxide or boric powder. Also give deworming tablet to younger animals.
For control of ticks and mites spray Deltamethrin or Amitral 2 ml/liter of water. Provide
Vitamin-A and D supplementation.

For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2
liters of milk yield. Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry
feed.

Take care that no rain water should enter into poultry house.
