through these body parts.
Keeps children and elderly people in side home.

Provide a comfortable stay with basic facilities for homeless residents.

Put up shelters at a strategic potential location for meeting the requirement of
shelterless

Due to prevailing cold weather apply irrigation during evening hours and do
mulching to protect the crops & vegetables from chilling injury.

Under prevailing weather condition heavy attack of thrips observed in garlic,
onion, cumin and coriander crops. For control of thrips in these crops spray neem
seed extract 5% with lambda-cyhalothrin 14 ml in 10 liters of water at 10 days
interval..

Field preparation by cultivator and harrowing for sowing of summer crops i.e.
groundnut, sesame, green gram, black gram and procure good quality seeds.

Weather outlook for subsequent week: As per extended range forecast dry, cool
and clear weather likely to observe during 22 to 27-January-2023.
e Alerts & Warning: Cold wave

Sms : For control of thrips in garlic, onion and cumin spray neem seed extract 5%
with lambda-cyhalothrin 14 ml in 10 liters of water at 10 days interval.

e Irrigate mustard crop at flowering and pod

e For thrips control in cumin spray neem seed
extract 5% and make alternative sprays of
profenofos 20 ml and lambda-cyhalothrin 14
ml in 10 liters of water at 10 days interval.

e Under present weather conditions, severe

attack of thrips has been reported. Spray
Profenofos 20 ml with 500 ml of 5 % neem
seed extract or neem seed oil 50 ml in 10 litres
of water. In case of heavy attack make spray
of spinosad or spinetoram 3 ml per 10 liter of
water.

For the control of Anthracnose spray Mencozeb
27gm OR Chlorothalonil 27 gram OR Fosetyl
20 gm in 10 liters of water at 15 days interval.

In present weather conditions, rouging of viral
infested crop should be done in chilli. Infected
plants should be uprooted and buried in the soil.
After rouging, spraying of Hostathion 20 ml per
10 litre of water is advised for control the vector
white fly.

Powdery e For the control of powdery mildew in mango

to prevent powdery mildew disease.

e To prevent dropping of immature fruits in mango
spray 2 gm NAA and 2 kg Urea in 100 litres of
water.

Livestock | Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick. Carry out
& ouItEy Brucella and other infectious& reproductive diseases evaluation. Spray phenyl in the
animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes.

m Provide ad lib warm water to lactating animals. Keep young calves indoors during
night time to avoid cold stress. Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20
kg green fodder to the animals. Provide ad lib warm water to lactating animals. Keep
animal shed hygienic and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes. For milch animals,
regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.
Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry feed.

«In poultry house gunny bags or plastic sheet curtains can be installed on the side walls
of shed with require ventilation.

*Provision to switch on light bulbs in the laying hen sheds to maintain temperature.
