e Sowing the crop as intercrop at August month in groundnut.

Pearl millet e Interculturing and hand weeding should be carried out in vaspa
condition.

e Interculturing should be done two to three times to keep the
crop weed free and maintain soil moisture.
o Apply supplementary dose of Urea fertilizer 70-80 kg/ha.

Green gram/ e Apply the Ammonium Sulphate fertilizer as a supplementary

dose 20-25 kg/ ha after 30-45 days.

¢ Do not apply Urea fertilizer as a supplementary dose.

Sesame e For the control of yellowing of Leaves apply 19-19-19 NPK
water soluble fertilizer @ 50 g. and copper oxychloride @ 30 g.

e Gap filling operation should be carried out or remove extra
plant.

e Sowing the crop as intercrop at before end of the July month.

e In late sowing crop select the early mature variety like Gujarat
tuver-100 and Gujarat tuver-101 and medium late variety
BDN-2.

Sorghum/
Maize

e Continuously monitor the sorgum crop for shoot fly infestation,
if infestation observe above ETL spray imidacloprid 17.8 SL 5

ml/10 litre of water

Vegetables

e Infected plants should be uprooted and buried in the soil.

o Keep vegetable crop weed free.

¢ For the control of leaf webber in fruit leafy vegetable spray 15
ml methyl-O-demeton (25 EC) Or 10 ml diamethoate (30 EC)
in 15 liter of water.

e For the control of thrips and white fly, spray acetamiprid 20 %
SP@ 10.0 gm/ 10 lit of water at 15 days interval.

e For the control of thrips in chilli, spray 30 ml profenophos in
15 litres of water. In case of heavy attack make spray of
spinosad or spinetoram 7-8 ml per 15 liter of water.

e For the control of fruit and shoot borer, spray acetamiprid 20 %
SP@ 10 gm/ 15 lit of water at 15 days interval.

e In brinjal and tomato crops control of fruit borer, spray
reenaxipayar @ 5 ml in 15 lit of water. For the control of fruit

fly, spray acetemaprid 10 gm in 15 lit of water.




Cow ¢ Keep animals indoor and safe place during the raining period.

e Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flys and mosquitoes. Keep animal shed
hygienic and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes.

¢ Dry the milking animal shade with wheat or other agricultural west materials.

e Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20 kg green fodder to the animals.

For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2
liters of milk yield.

e Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick.
