poultry provide plenty of cool water mixed with minerals for drinking and shower the animals with cold
water two to three times in a day. Increase the green fodder quantity for feeding. Supplimentry
feeding of vitamins A and D should apply. Do Vaccination for Haemorrhageic septicemia
¥l (H.S.) and Blue Quarter (B.Q.) diseases in animals. Udder of milking animals must be properly
clean with zinc oxide or boric powder. Also give deworming tablet to younger animals. For
control of ticks and mites spray Deltamethrin or Amitral 2 ml/liter of water.
