e Procure good quality certified seeds of garlic, chick pea, mustard, wheat, pea,
cumin, coriander, onion, fenugreek and fodder for rabi sowing. Procure good
quality certified seeds of garlic, chick pea, mustard, wheat, pea, cumin,
coriander, onion, fenugreek and fodder for rabi sowing.

e Farmers can sow Garlic, chick pea, mustard and fodder sorghum in the field
where kharif crop harvested.

e Sms. : Under present weather condition pink ball worm adult observed in cotton,
so it is advisable to put pheromone traps 40/ha to control the infestation of PBW
in cotton.

e Also farmers are advise to give control irrigation and do not apply nitrogenous
fertilizer to cotton to prevent pink ball worm infestation.

Jassids, whitefly and thrips observe in cotton,
for control the pest spray Flonicamid 50 % WG

e For the control of Alternaria and cercospora
leaf spot spray Mencozeb @ 27 gm/10 litre of
water.

e For the monitoring of pink bollworm infestation in
cotton crop farmers are advised to put pheromone
traps 6-8/ha. If infestation found more then put
pheromone traps 40/ha to control the infestation
of PBW in cotton.

e Detopping of cotton should be done in crop having
4.5-5 feet height.

e Drain out excess water from nursery/field bed

to prevent wilting.

e Treat “kanji” onion seed at sowing with

carbendazim @ 2-3 gm/kg for prevention of
soil and seed borne diseases.

Infected plants should be uprooted and buried
in the soil. After rouging, spraying of
Imidacloprid @ 5 ml per 10litre of water is
advisedfor control the vector, when sky
remains clear.

e Constant monitoring of the chilli crop against
attack of mites is advised If population is found
more, then spraying of Propargite @ 1.5
ml/litre of water.

For getting maximum fruit in summer, after last
rainfall cultivate lemon orchard up to the depth
of 10-15 cm for pruning of tiny small root and
keep left until wilting & defoliation start, after
that apply FYM @ 50 kg, Urea @ 300 gm,
Ammonium sulphate @ 500 gm, DAP @ 1.5 kg
&murate of potash 300 gm/tree.

Livestock
& poultry

Spray Deltamethrin or Amitraz 2 ml/litre of water for the control of tick and for
prevention of foot & mouth disease in animals do vaccination with FMD vaccine.
Deworming testing should be done. Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-
20 kg green fodder to the animals. Spray phenyl in the animal shed to avoid flies and
mosquitoes.

Keep fodder in safe place to avoid spoilage due to rainfall.
