Provide 6-8 kg good quality dry roughage with 15-20
kg green fodder to the animals. Provide ad lib warm water to lactating animals. Keep
animal shed hygienic and clean to avoid flies and mosquitoes. For milch animals,
regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2 liters of milk yield.
Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry feed.

*In poultry house gunny bags or plastic sheet curtains can be installed on the side walls
of shed with require ventilation.

*Provision to switch on light bulbs in the laying hen sheds to maintain temperature.
