Advice

e Keeping in view of threat of COVID-19 spread farmers are advised to follow the
government guidelines, personal hygiene, use mask, ensure hand washing with
soap at reasonable interval, social distancing of 6 feet during harvesting and other
agricultural operation in all crops.

o Weather outlook for subsequent week: As per extended range forecast, Dry and
partly cloudy to generally cloudy weather likely to observe during 04-10-July
2021.

e Treat the seed of all crops with Thiram/Dithane M-45/Captan/vitavax @ 2 grams
per kg of seeds at sowing for the control of seed born diseases is advised.

e Seeds of pulse crops should be treated with Rhizobium and PSB liquid culture @
10-15 ml/kg seed at sowing.

e Create soil mulch by interculturing to remove weeds and to prevent evaporation
loses, where sowing of kharif crops is done.

Sms : Clean and repair farm boundry and canal and also outlet to prevent soil erosion
and also make sufficient arrangement for recharge of excess run off.

Nursery eFarmers are advised for preparation of nursery for tomato, chilli,
Vegetables |/Transplanting | prinjal and early cauliflower (maturing in the month of

September). It is also advised to use shed nets, which helps in
reducing vector borne diseases and produce healthy seedlings.
Nursery should be covered by net at the height of 6.5 feet for
protection against sunlight. Seed should be sown in nursery after
treatment with thiram 2.0 — 2.5 gram/kg of seed.

oTo prevent soil borne disease drenching of nursery bed should be
done with Mencozeb 75 % WP @ 2.5 gm/ litre of water after 15
DAS.

Sowing

e Farmers are advised for sowing of Cucurbits in rainy season. It is
most suitable time to sow recommended hybrids/ varieties. Some
popular hybrids are Bottle Gourd-Junagadh long tender, Pusa
Naveen, Pusa Samridhi Bitter Gourd- Pusa Visesh, Pusa-2
mosumi, Pumpkin- Pusa Visvash, Pusa Vikash Ridge Gourd-
G.J.H-1, Pusa Chikni etc.

Faremrs are also advised for Sowing of ladyfinger, cluster bean,
kidney bean, cowpea, tur, amranthus.

Brinjal Flowering/ White fly— e To minimize population of whitefly, Spray 500
fruiting ml of 5 % neem seed extract or neem oil 50 ml
with Difenthiuron 50 WP @ 16 gm or
Trizophos 40 EC 25 ml / 10 lit of water.
Shoot &Fruit | ¢ In brinjal, monitoring of borers by using
borer pheromone traps 4-6 per acre is advised. For
control of shoot and fruit borer in brinjal,
infested fruits and shoots should be collected
and buried into the soil. If fruits and shoot
borer population is above ETL then spraying of
chlorantraniliprole18.5 % SC 3.0 ml /10 litre of
water is advised.
Chili Flowering & | Thrips— e For control of thrips, spray Profenofos 20 ml
fruiting AT with 500 m of 5 % neem seed extract or neem

seed oil 50 mlin 10 litres of water. In case of
severe attack, spray Spinosad or Spinetoram 3
ml per 10 liter of water.

o If infestation of mite observed in chilli, then
spray Ethion 50 EC 15 ml or Propargite 57 %




Viral leaf EC @ 10 ml/ 10 litre of water.

curling e Under weather conditions, rouging of viral
infested plants should be done in chilli.
Infected plants should be uprooted and buried
in the soil. After rouging, spraying of
Imidacloprid @ 3 ml per 10 litre of water is
advised to control the vector.

Lemon Fruit Citrus canker eSpray copper oxychloride 40 gm or
streptocyclie 1.5 gm in 10 liters of water for the

e Spray Dichlorvosh 10 ml or Quinalphos 20 ml
in 10 literss of water for control of leaf minor.

Livestock | Under present weather condition keep animals under shade or in sheds during noon
& oultr‘y hours. Provide plenty of cool water mixed with minerals for drinking and shower the
animals with cold water two to three times in a day. Hang curtains around the shed and
m sprinkle it with water. Applying gunny bags/grass on roof of shed with sprinkling of
water is also advisable to reduce heat impact. Do Vaccination for Foot & mouth,
Haemorrhageic septicemia (H.S.) disease and Blue Quarter (B.Q.) in animals & PPR
vaccination in goats. Feed green fodder/silage with concentrated minerals to animals.
Udder of milking animals must be properly clean with zinc oxide or boric powder. Also
give deworming tablet to younger animals. For control of ticks and mites spray
Deltamethrin or Amitral 2 ml/liter of water.
For milch animals, regularly follow schedule of 1 kg feed + 50 g mineral mixture per 2
liters of milk yield. Feed animals with a mixture of green grass + hay + minerals + dry
feed.
