standing crop fields.

Threshed out harvested crop/heap the harvested crop and cover with
plastic sheet.

Keep animals indoor during the period.

Do not let the animal outside during thunders rains.

Do not take harvested produce to marketing yard for sale during
forecast period.
Take care that no rain water should enter into poultry house.
