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Poverty eradication and food
security have moved to the centre stage of
the global agenda. These are the greatest =
global challenges and their redress 1s an =

indispensable requirement for sustainable
development in developing countries.
India is one of the key communities in the
world among developing countries have
an experience of continuous population
increases and strong economic growth.
Though similarly challenged by the
effects of climate change, had to develop
effective infrastructure and expertise in %
technologies. It is predicted on the basis
of General Circulation Models that the
global mean air temperature is likely to

increase by 1.4 — 5.8°C by the end of this century depending on changes in green house gas
concentration. The expected increase of human population to 7.5 billions by 2020 and 9.2
billions by 2050 AD and the changing climatic patterns become a major constrain to feed the
human population in the forthcoming years in India.

Conventional methods of crop improvement in the national research and developmental
system had served the purpose of increasing the productivity in the past. The “Green
Revolution” launched in India in the 1960s and 1970s is the classical example, used advances
in science and technology to double the yields of cereals in the country. Recent advances in
biological science and agricultural research have injected new energy in the efforts to improve
crops and thus offer better solutions to many agricultural problems faced by the farmers.
Biotechnology has the potential to provide new opportunities for achieving enhanced
productivity in a way that it will alleviate poverty, improve food security and nutrition, and
promote sustainable use of natural resources. Many developing countries across the world
developed the scientific and technological capacity to ensure that innovative technologies,
particularly biotechnology, become a key tool that can reverse the poor economic situation and
contribute to sustainable development and improved the welfare of the farmers. Indeed,
biotechnology is not a panacea to solve all the problems of food security and poverty, but it
could provide a critical component to the solution if it is guided by appropriate policies.

Department of Biotechnology was established in 2008 at Junagadh Agricultural
University, Junagadh, with the mission of defining and establishing a new discipline; fusing
life sciences with agriculture. The aim of this discipline is to advance fundamental
understanding of how biological systems operate and to develop effective biology-based
technologies for applications across a wide spectrum of agricultural needs through research and
education. To offer innovative educational programmes with emphasis on integrating life
sciences with a quantitative, systems-oriented engineering analysis and multidisciplinary
approach. Department is having all the basic infrastructural research facilities of national level
for carrying out research on various aspects of productivity enhancement, management of
biotic and abiotic stress, molecular plant breeding. genomics and bioinformatics, transgenic
development, linkage maps, gene pyramiding etc., Now if's a time need to identify lessons and
best practices relevant to agriculture and its allied field in the state and to suggest strategies
for promoting biotechnology for the benefits of the farmers of the nation so that India poised to
become one of the global leaders in biotech field.
